Job Descriptions  for Trips for Kids Charlotte…
Ride Coordinator/Leader
Responsibilities.  This position is responsible for organizing and leading Trips for Kids Charlotte kids bike rides.  This position coordinates kids sourcing partners, volunteers and other key partners to organize and prepare for all kids bike rides.  This position ensures that materials and equipment are prepared for each ride and inventories equipment materials and equipment for replenishment.  This position serves as the primary manager on a kids bike ride and is supported by the Ride Sweep position.  This position will also be responsible for teaching Trips for Kids National child development curriculum, as well as, other pertinent curriculum during rides.

Time Commitment.  Approximately 35 weeks from February – Mid December.  16 hrs per week during winter, spring and fall.  24 hours per week for 10 weeks during the Summer.  Year round, this position will do all pre-ride coordination and organization for all Volunteer and Staff led kid’s bike rides, approximately 8 hours per week.   During Spring, Fall and Winter, this position will lead rides every other Saturday, approximately 8 hours per week.  For 10 Summer weeks, this position will lead 1 additional weekday kid’s bike ride for summer camps, approximately 8 hours per week.

Requirements.  The candidate must submit to and pass a background check.  The candidate must possess a North Carolina Drivers License, as well as, submit to and pass a driver background screening to obtain a City of Charlotte Driving Permit to operate a 15-passenger Right Moves for Youth van.  The candidate must train and certify for Red Cross CPR and First Aid.  The candidate must train and certify for child development and Trips for Kids curriculum as required.

Qualifications.  Candidate should be a student in good academic standing at a local University or College.  Candidate must be at least a Sophomore, Juniors and Seniors preferred.  Major coursework in Child Development and/or Physical Education preferred.  Experience in riding mountain bikes, particularly single-track mountain biking experience a strong plus.  Demonstrated experience in coordinating and leading Youth Programs, particularly those involved in outdoor activities, especially youth biking programs, a big plus.  Practical application of Trips for Kids functions and responsibilities into existing coursework a major plus.    $12/hour

Ride Sweep
Responsibilities.  This position is responsible for assisting the Ride Leader as an Assistant Manger on Trips for Kids Charlotte kids bike rides.  This position assists the Ride Leader in organizing and coordinating kids, volunteers and other key partners on kids’ bike rides.  This position assists the Ride Leader with organizing materials and equipment rides and inventories equipment materials for replenishment.  This position serves as the assistant manager on a kids bike ride, assuming the Ride Leader’s responsibilities if the Ride Leader is unable to fulfill their duties.

Time Commitment.  Approximately 35 weeks from February – Mid December.  8 hrs per week during winter, spring and fall.  16 hours per week for 10 weeks during the Summer.  During Spring, Fall and Winter, this position will assist on kid’s bike rides every other Saturday, approximately 8 hours per week.  For 10 Summer weeks, this position will assist on 1 additional weekday kid’s bike ride for summer camps, approximately 8 hours per week.

Requirements.  The candidate must submit to and pass a background check.  The candidate must possess a North Carolina Drivers License, as well as, submit to and pass a driver background screening to obtain a City of Charlotte Driving Permit to operate a 15-passenger van.  The candidate must train and certify for Red Cross CPR and First Aid.  The candidate must train and certify for child development and Trips for Kids curriculum as required.
